I. Randomly get a topic for the podcast from this list.
a. Translating from a word equation into a formula equation
b. Two of the indications of a chemical reaction including heat/light and precipitate
c. Two of the indications of a chemical reaction including color change and gas production

d. Two types of chemical reactions including synthesis and decomposition
e. Three types of chemical reactions including single-replacement, double-replacement, and combustion

f. Balancing a chemical equation
II. Brainstorm with your group to decide how you will present the topic within the podcast. Possible styles:

a. Creating a video with a demonstration of the exact situation.

b. Movie trailer

c. Pictures with narration.

d. Presenting an analogous real world situation and making the comparisons.

e. Cartoon.

f. Role-playing

III. Write a proposal for your idea.  Group members agree to proposal.
IV. Create a storyboard on paper, in Inspiration, on Webspiration, in Word, or in PowerPoint.  Write a script that is read aloud and proofread by all group members and revised.

b. You may make PowerPoint slides and save them as .jpg to create titles or test pages.

c. Use Audacity for recording narration.

d. Use sound only if you have time.

e. Assemble files in MovieMaker, Photostory etc.

f. If you are speaking your script while being filmed use http://www.cueprompter.com/ as a teleprompter.

a. Present to the teacher, a written proposal of your idea for approval.

b. Present to the teacher, your storyboard and script for feedback from the teacher.
c. Include a title. 

d. It must be at least 30 seconds long.
e. Show your understanding of the topic in a way that others can understand, appreciate, and enjoy.
